B1 The position, design, materials and type of existing and proposed boundary treatment.
REASON:

In order to secure the satisfactory development of the application site.

B2 All building materials to be used (samples to be provided where requested by the Local
- Planning Authority).

REASON:
In order to safeguard the visual amenity of the area.

B3 A scheme of noise insulation, to include soundproofed double glazing, with soundproofed
means of ventilation, both to the standard laid down in the Noise Insulation Regulations 1975,
(or any equivalent standard approved by the Local Planning Authority). Such scheme to be
implemented before occupation of the building(s).
REASON:

In order to secure the satisfactory development of the application site.
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4 A lighting scheme incorporating the type and position of lighting equipment to be installed, and
the level of illumination.

REASON:
In order to secure the satisfactory development of the application site.

B5 Prior to the commencement of any works on site, demolition or other development activities, a
scheme of tree protection (in line with BS5837:2005 Trees in Relation to Construction) shall be
submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Where relevant such a
scheme shall also take off-site trees into consideration. The Local Planning Authority Tree
Officer shall be informed of the proposed development a minimum of 1 week prior to that date
to allow the inspection of protective measures before development. The agreed protection shall
be kept in place throughout the development period and all equipment, machinery and surplus
-materials shall be removed from the site. Nothing shall be stored or placed within any areas
fenced in accordance with this condition and the ground levels within those areas shall not be

altered nor shall any excavation be made without the prior written consent of the Local Planning
Authority.

In order to protect the existing trees on the site.

B6 No development shall take place until a detailed landscaping scheme has been submitted to
and approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing. The landscaping scheme shall be
carried out strictly in accordance with the approved details and shall be carried out within the
first planting season after commencement of the development or as otherwise agreed in writing
by the Local Planning Authority. The landscaping shall be maintained to the satisfaction of the
Local Planning Authority for a period of five years after planting. Such maintenance shall
include the replacement of new trees, shrubs that die or otherwise become, in the opinion of the

Local Planning Authority, seriously damaged or defective. Such replacement to be of the same
species and size of those originally planted.
REASON:

In order to safeguard the visual amenities of nearby residential occupiers.

OTHER CONDITION(S) WHICH APPLY TO THE DEVELOPMENT/USE

C1  The development hereby permitted must be begun before the expiration of three years from the
date of this permission.

REASON:
